MINUTES OF TOWN BOARD MEETING

Tuesday, September 9, 2014

The Town Board of the Town of Centerville held its monthly Town Board meeting on Tuesday, September 9, 2014, at 6:30 PM at LTC in the Wells Fargo Conference Room.  Meeting notice posted in four public places, on the web site and sent to the media.  Present were Stacy Orth, Val Jean Marcoe, Cynthia Kraemer, Brian Kraemer, Jerry Vogel, Russell Tooley, and Allen Kracht.  Joe Denor was excused. Brian called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM with the Pledge said by all present.  

A motion was made by Jerry with a second from Brian to approve agenda as printed.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Brian to approve minutes with a second from Jerry.  Motion carried.  There was no public input.  

Cynthia reported on receipts for the month and bank balances for the month of July.  

Stacy reported on the election results for the town.  A motion was made by Jerry with a second from Allen to approve the resignation of Barb Backhaus, motion approved. A motion was made by Brian with a second from Jerry to appoint Stacy Orth as Town Clerk. Motion carried and Stacy signed her oath of office.  Jerry made a motion with a second from Brian to not approve an operator’s license for Pack’er Inn, based on the resignation of Nicole Karbon. 
Russell reported on a citizen complaining of noisy work being done at neighbor’s home and wanting to know if it had been something that a permit had been issued for.  Also, if a dirt bike is permitted to drive around on property. He reported that a town member was wanting to know if they could make their house a two-family home. Russell also informed everyone of an upcoming Board of appeals meeting on September 16 at 7:30 PM. 
Val Jean reported on a neighbor dispute. There is a group of teenagers that have a car club together and rent a barn to fix up cars. The neighbor complained of the noise they make and wanted to know if it is permitted to do everything they do there. He went to speak to the car club and informed them they need to keep the noise down in order to keep renting the barn. No other action needed to be taken.  Val Jean also received a complaint of horses on the loose. He went on a fence viewing and found that the current fence was inadequate an issued a citation.  
Road Report:  Brian reported that the new road signs for the town are done. It was reported that there was a chevron sign hit on Dairyland road. There was no accident report which means there will be no reimbursement for the sign.  The Dairyland project is almost done, just a few bridge extensions need to be installed yet.  The bill for the road project should come by next month and will be slightly higher than the estimate. Brian reported that a town member had contacted him with a complaint that their road is worn away and causes any water to flood their yard and pond.  The crack filling of Center Road, Highway F, and Point Creek Road has been completed. It had been mentioned that grass cutting of ditches should possibly be started two weeks sooner next year.
Stacy reported that the 2014 recycling grant had been completed. 

The check register and checks were signed and approved on a motion from Brian with a second from Jerry.  Motion carried.  

Communications:  The Clerk received notice of .a zoning amendment for the village of Cleveland.
There were no agenda changes and the next meeting is set for Tuesday, October 14, 2014 at 6:30PM.  A motion was made to adjourn by Allen with a second from Brian.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 7:30 PM.
